ELKO — Dignitaries
from Ghana's Asutifi Dis-
trict — home of Newmont
Mining Corp.’s Ahafo Pro-
ject — visited Great Bas-
in College Friday, where
plans to begin a student
exchange program were
discussed.

The Honorable Opoku
Peprah, the district as-
sembly’s chief executive,
lead the brief discussion
with college President Dr.
Paul Killpatrick following
a tour of the institution.
The men were joined by
Nana Osei Kofi Abiri, the
paramount chief of the
traditional Kenyasi coun-
cil and S.B. Nsenkyire, a
member of the Asutifi
Assembly.

Also joining the Ghan-
aians were Dr. Helen
Macdonald of Newmont’s
Denver headquarters;
Zach Spencer, Newmont’s
external relations repre-
sentative; and John Pat-
rick Rice and Bret J.

College. Student Body
President Carrie Rolle led
the tour.

While Newmont’s min-
ing project has contrib-
uted greatly to the dis-
trict’'s economy, Peprah

said the main lifestyle
remains agrarian and
the poverty level, like
many African nations,
remains uncomfortably
high.

The ultimate goal, in-
sofar as Peprah is con-

cerned, is to develop a
modern economy that
would be sustained long
after Newmont leaves
the country. In order to
do that, the Ghanaians
need to develop the tech-
nical expertise required

to compete in the globa
marketplace.
Computers are in shor
supply, and few parent
can afford to send thei
children to what amount

to college in Ghana. With so much
at stake, Peprah stressed potential
Ghanian students who would
attend Great Basin College — the
2007 fall semester is the tentative
starting point — must exhibit both
the interest and ability to thrive in
a college setting.

“We're:making an investment,” he
said. “We don’t want people coming
to America to play.”

Killpatrick said students could
live in the college dorm rooms. In
the meantime, Peprah said contacts
would have to be established and
the student vetting process could
begin almost immediately.

As the Asutifi District’s chief
executive — he was appointed to
the position by Ghanian President

John Agyekum Kufuor — Peprah
and the assembly have aggressively
sought out the private sector to
jump-start the district’s economic
engine.

The effort, he said, has begun to
bear fruit as massive investments
in agriculture and industry from
both Ghanian and foreign compa-
nies have taken place over the past
few years. For its part, Newmont
Ghana Gold Ltd. invested cloke to
$60 million in the Ahafo Project and
employs roughly 3,000 skilled and
unskilled workers. Between 500,000
and 550,000 ounces of gold will be
processed each year.

The economy, however, remains a
farmer’s paradise with crops
ranging from cocoa to cassava, from
maize to plantain, sugarcane, rice,

ginger, coffee and palm oil.

Killpatrick indicated he mi.
travel to Ghana to become bet
acquainted with the needs of pot
tial students who would travel
Elko, and Peprah told him this y
would be the best time to visit
the country observes its 50th
niversary of independence fr
British colonial rule.

Newmont pledges $750,000
for college mining program

" ELKO — Newmont Mining Corp.,
agreed to a two-year contract Tuesday
with Great Basin College that pledges
at- least $750,000 to develop new
mining-related courses at the school.’

The One Nevada Maintenance Trai-
ning Program focuses on maintenance
areas that GBC already addresses,
including diesel, welding, electrical
instrumentation and industrial plant
mechanics. The program will identify
areas where Newmont employees need
additional training, and will create
need-specific programs at GBC to
address those needs.

In the short term, the new programs
will only be made available to current
Newmont employees. However, New-
mont and GBC officials say the pro-

gram will eventually be opened to the
public, soc anyone can benefit from the
training that is created. o

The program has two phases. In the
first phase, research will be conducted
to identify what skills Newmont main-
tenance staff need, so they receive the
right training at the right time. The
second phase will create training pro-
grams to address the employees needs. .
The two-year contract includes 60,000
man-hours of training.

Newmont officials said the program
will help them pinpoint the type of
training their employees need and
address it. |

“There will be no more shotgun ap-
proach to training,” said Ed Durfee,
Nevada maintenance training manager
for Newmont. “This will put the right

The program is part of a global
Newmont initiative to improve training,
Durfee said. In Nevada, the program
will begin at GBC’s Eiko campus. Some
Newmont officials said they hope they
can expand it to other GBC campuses
later.

Although Newmont's renewable con-
tract with GBC covers only two years,
Durfee said Newmont expects it will
take two to five years to train all of the
about 800 employees in their mainte-
nance staff for the One Nevada pro-
gram. Once Newmont has finished their
training, the program will be opened to
the public, so that anyone can take the

advanced training classes at GBC.
Many of GBC’s current mining courses
began from similar partnerships with
mining companies.

“Phis is historic for Elko and GBC,”
said Great Basin College President Paul
Killpatrick. “It is a win/win for them. It
is a win/win for us. It is a win/win for
the community.”

GBC’s Dean of Applied Sciences, Bret
Murphy, said the program may lead to
great things for GBC.

“Phis is just the beginning of a huge
project,” Murphy said. “It could- put
GBC on the map worldwide, as far as
technical careers in mining.”

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The Horrors of Meth

ELKO — Meth is an evil
drug. It is toxic and highly
addictive. It leads abusers to do
horrendous things they would
not normally do, and children
often get caught in the crossfire.
_ [These points were hammered
home during a presentation
dalled “Methamphetamine
Endangered Children:
Developing a Collaborative
_Cfdmmumty Approach to the
Problem” Jan. 19 at Great
Basin College.

“The speaker at the presenta-
tion, Dr. P.J. Bruno, director of
the Child Advocacy Center of
the Central Susguehanna
Valley in Pennsylvania, spoke

to about 100 attendees at GBC’s

Elko campus. Many others
watched through interactive
video, as the presentation was
shown live in Ely, Winnemucca,
Pahrump, Battle Mountain and
Owyhee.

‘The presentation — which
was open to the commnmty —
covered the history, science and
social background of the drug
that Bruno said is “second only
to marijuana as the most

abused illicit drug in the world.”
Bruno said a majority of
people who use meth become
addicted after the first time
they use it. In addition, he said
the drug is easy to make and
cheap, which has fueled a rise
in meth labs across the nation.

Photographs of meth
abusers caused some attendees
to shift in their chairs. Many
of the abusers had scabs over
their faces and bpdies. Bruno
said these scabs come from
users whao think there are
bugs or worms under their
skin and are trying to scmtch
them out.

He said meth users have a
higher rate of sexually trans-
mitted diseases. This may be
due in part to the drug’s effect
on the libido, or sexual desire.
However, the drug can also
cause impotence, Bruno said.

Bruno said these chil-
dren are always neglected
and often physically or
sexually abused as well.
Bruno said 30 to 40 per-
cent of all residences
where meth labs are found
havé children staying in
them, Children in homes
where meth is produced
often have levels of the
drug in their system from
secbndhand contact. Bruno
said they often suffer
rashes or respiratory prob-
lems due to the chemicals
used in meth production.
“(Meth abusers) could
care less about their kids,”
Bruno said. “All they want
is another high.”
Every pound of metham-
' phetamine produced
leaves about five to six
pounds of toxic waste, said
Bruno. Meth cooks often
dispose this waste down
their drains, dump ille-
gally or dispose on their
own property. Common
toxic ingredients used to
produce meth include
drain cleaners, antifreeze,
battery acid, iye and _ ~

The waste leaves a
cloud of toxins in resi-
dences where it is pro-
duced, clinging to the car-
pets and drapes for
months after a lab is
removed. In some cases,
cleanup crews need to
wear heavy hazmat-type
uniforms to clean these
homes, Bruno said.

“These are the same
houses where children are
crawling around on the
floors,” Bruno said. “When
a lab is discovered, chil-
dren need to be scrubbed

and washed. Clothes and
toys can'’t be kept.”

Because meth labs mix
chemicals that are often
corrosive, toxic and flam-
mable — explosions are
not uncommon, Bruno
said. The smell is often
similar to cat urine, said
Bruno.

“Even cockroaches will
not hang around meth
labs,” Bruno said.

Meth provides its high
by triggering the body’s
neurons to release excess
dopamine, Bruno ex-
plained. He said the high
can last for hours, but is
followed with a “devas-
tating low.”

Side effects like meth
mouth — or excessive
tooth decay — come with
extended use. Over fime,
meth use causes a decrease
in brain tissue, he said.

Attendees like Angie
Browning, a staff member
at the Family Resource
Center, said the presenta-
tion was informative.

“] learned the signs and
symptoms, what the chil-
dren are goiffg‘through
and what the parentslaock
like,” Browning said. “It is
a hard one to conquer.”

Pete Bagley, a GBC pro-
fessor, said educating the
public is “Step 1” in pre-
venting meth use. He said
more effort needs to be
focused on this serious

Spring Creek resident
Dixie Starbuck said the
community needs more
presentations like this.

“] think the program
ought to be offered to those
in school as an assign-
ment,” Stérbuck said.

Elko County Commis-
sioner Warren Russell said
the presentation rein-
forced that methampheta-
mine abuse creates incred-
ible costs for state and
local governments.

“It is going to cost a lot
more for social services or
rehabilitation for those
people that are using
these drugs,” said Rus-
sell. “It is a lot more
expensive disease than
alcoholism.”

. In addition, Russell
said the federal govern-
ment needs to do a better
job sealing the border with
Mexico to ensure drugs
like meth aren't trans-
ported into the United
States.

Bruno maintains a pedi-
atric practice, in addition
to his work as director of
the Child Advacacy Center
— which is associated with
Geisgner Hospital in
Danville, Pa. He examines
children for the possibility
of abuse and often testifies
as an expert witness in
their defense.

College if the Legislature approves them.
The governor’s budget proposed increasing the

.funding formula for state colleges and universities. If

approved, the change could mean about $16 million
more for these schools over the next two years. It
could mean several hundred thousand dollarsiin addi-
tional state funding for GBC, said Carl Diekhans,
GBC's vice president of administrative services.

“Generally, they do support the governor’s recom-
mendation,” Diekhans said.

The formula has never been funded to 100 percent
of what was originally intended. Executive Vice
Chancellor for the Nevada System of:Higher Edu-
cation Dan Klaich said the state Board of Regents’
number one priority with the Legislature is increasing
the percent of the formula that is funded.

The governor’s budget also recommended about $7
million for community college workforce development
over the next two years. That could also mean several
hundred thousand dollars in additional funding for
GBC,Diekhans said. ;

“This is something where the state of Nevada can
help us help the economy and help local communities,”
Klaich said. ’

The governor's budget also recommendéd $1.7 mil-
lion. for fixtures, furnishings and equipment at GBC'’s
Electrical and Industrial Technology building, which is
being constructed across from the Elko County
Fairgrounds. The 40,000 square foot facility is
expected to bé open by the 2008.fall.semestere—.

The governor recommended $110 million, for the
University of Nevada Health Sciences System, with an
additional $47 million in matching funds to be raised
from private donors across the state. If approved,
Diekhans said “there may be a little (funding) trickled
down in that for us,” but he didn’t think much of that
money would come to GBC's service area.

Klaich said the health sciences initiative will have

' benefits for all of Nevada because it will help produce

more nurses. In addition, the proposal would create
new classes and resources in Reno and Las Vegas,
which GBC might be able to tap into through interac-
tive video or distance education.

For employees in'the Nevada System of Higher
Education, the governor’s budget recommended a 2
percent cost of living increase for the next fiscal year
and a 4 percent cost of living increase for the following
fiscal year.

Diekhans said he hopes the state allocates more
funding to pay for increases in the cost of employee
insurance benefits. He said it is estimated state col-
leges and universities will pay $38 million more over
the next two years for these benefits. He said GBC is
expecting to see hundreds ofithousands of dollars in
new costs.

GBC'’s expansibn to Nye County last year may
impact the level of funding it receives. For the next
two years, Diekhans said the governor’s budget recom--
mended about $880,000 each year in direct transfer
funding for GBC's Nye campus. The budget also rec-
ommended about $450,000 in additional funding over

‘the biennium to help pay for the rural factor.

Diekhans said GBC also hopes the state will help
fund a new building in Nye County. The building was
not included in the governor’s budget. Diekhans said
it isn’t currently a high priority for regents.

GBC President Paul Killpatrick said they are still in
discussions with NSHE Chancellor Jim Rogers about
the building.

Diekhans and Killpatrick said GBC representatives
will travel to Carson City this spring to speak in sup-
port of programs that will benefit their colleges.

Newmont pledges $750,000 to GBC for mining”c'(ﬁffggs

ELKO (AP) — Newmont
Mining Corp. has agreed to
spend at least $750,000 over
the next two years to help
develop new mining-related
courses at Great Basin Col-
lege.

Initially, the courses devel-
oped under the One Nevada
Maintenance Training Program
will be available only to cur-
rent Newmont empioyees. But
eventually, the classes will be
open to anyone, school offi-
cials said. .

“This is historic for Elk
and GBC,” Great Basin Col-
lege President Paul Killpatrick
said, “It is a win-win for them.
It is a win-win for us. It is a

win-win for the community.”

The first phase of the pro-
gram will identify additional
skills needed by Newmont
maintenance staff. The second
phase will create training pro-
grams to address the employ-
ees’ needs.

The program, which calls
for 60,000 man-hours of train-
ing over two years, is part of a
global Newmont initiative to
improve training, said Ed Dur-
fee, Nevada maintenance train-
ing manager for Newmont.

“There will be no more
shotgun approach to training,”
he said. “This will put the right
people in the right positions.”

In Nevada, the program will

begin at GBCs Elko campus.
Some Newmont officials said
they hope they can expand it to
other GBC campuses later.

Although Newmont’s
renewable contract with GBC
covers only two years, Durfee
said Newmont expects it will
take two to five years to train
all of the about 800 employees
in their maintenance staff for
the One Nevada program.

Once Newmont has finished
their training, the program will
be opened to the public, so that
anyone can take the advanced
training classes at GBC. Many
of GBCs current mining courses
began from similar partnerships
with mining companies.
