in the first verse:

and see the white house on the hill top
Set in the midst of four large oaks
With a white dog in the doorway

And a clear spring doorway

There I live in peace”

We Basques, newly arrived and American born, alike, humbly
dedicate this Seventh National Basque Festival to the memory

and veneration of thosepioneer Basques, living and dead who left
their “Nere Etchea” to achieve freedom, opportunity and a

homeland for those of us who follow. How shall we praise them?
Shall we say “They became wealthy”? Many have. Or should we say
“They became good citizens of their adopted country”? Indeed

it is frue.

Perhaps we should cry out, “with their hands and backs, endurance,
preservance, stubborness and honesty, they assaulted the

mountains and ranges and hewed their niche in this Great Land.”
—It is so.

And yet, is there no other way to honor them? They will know
that their accomplishments were achieved without high flung

goals. They cannot deny, nor will they, that opportunity was open
to them and they seized upon it. For most, necessity, was the
mother of invention—responsibility, the brother of freedom—ILove

Perhaps, it is the belief that all Basque, living and dead are
one. Those who are departed from this world and live another life
are as much a part of the Basque existance as the participants in
this festival.

And so, all Basque must live with the heritage given them and all
feel the inbred call to keep the faith with those who have gone on.

How then shall we praise the pioneer Basque? Let us aclaim them
above all for having lived and died in tradition. For having
preserved the philosphy of ORIXE—for giving us a glimpse of the
“White House on the Hill” and a life of peace.

And as we salute them let us cry, “AMA, AITA, Euzkaldunak es
