BELKO — An estimated
1,200 people packed the
Elko Convention Center's
theater and an overflow
area Saturday for Great
Basin College’s gradua-
tion ceremony, in which
abput 165 students
received diplomas.

U.S. Rep. Dean Heller,
R-Nev., was the com-
mencement speaker,
opening his speech with a
moment of silence to
remember Lance Cpl.
Raul Bravo Jr., Sgt.
Anthony J. Schober and
other men and women
killed while serving in
the armed forces. He also
recognized Crescent
Valley resident TuesDay
Henderson, who has
spent more than 25 years
trying to prove her
birthright to her father, a
pilot killed in Vietnam.

Heller told the gradu-
ates they are ahead of 756
percent of their peers
because they have a
degree.

“The other 256 percent
that is up to you,” he
said.

Heller said “learning is
a lifelong endeavor” and
encouraged the graduates
to read from the best
books, respect history,
listen to their elders and
be curious.

He also cited former
Nevada governor, senator
and writer Paul Laxalt,
who once said “wrong is
wrong, even if everyone is
doing it, and right is
right, even if no one is
doing it.”

Students sgquirming over
applications for financial aid
can find relief Jan. 28 at an
informative seminar called
College Goal Sunday.

The Great Basin College
campuses (Elko, Ely, Pah-
rump and Winnemucca)
will hold a seminar to help
students complete the Free
Application for Federal Stu-
dent Aid (FAFS5A) and to help
advise them on ways they
can afford college. Current
college students and high
school seniors are encour-
aged to attend.

The event begins at 2 p.m.
in the High Tech Center on
the Elko campus, the Ely
Center on Bobcat Drive,
the Pahrump Valley Center
on Calvada Boulevard, and
the Winnemucca Center on
Kluncy Canyon Road.

“The FAFSA is a tough
form to fill out,” said Scoft
Nielsen, GBC's. student fi-
nancial services director.
“We hope to lower the anxi-
ety level.”

* The FAFSA is a mandatory
step in securing financial
aid, Nielsen said. The fed-
eral government uses the
application to determine
students’ and their parents’
expected contribution and
how much money they are
eligible to receive toward
their education. Financial
aid can come in the form of
need-based grants and fed-
erally backed-student loans.

Volunteers from the col-
leges’ student services and
academic affairs offices will
be available to walk students
and their parents through

the forms. Lynn Mahlberg, .

GB(C's vice president for
student services, said the
seminar will also connect
students with the financial
aid officers they'll be work-
ing with.

“It’s a great opportunity
for students and parents to
meet financial aid officers
and begin financial plan-
ning. It's a good example of
the kind of service a Great

Basin College can provide to
the community,” she said.

College Goal Sunday is
based on a program es-
tablished by the Lumina
Foundation for Education,
a private foundation based
in Indianapolis. It has been
successfully implemented
in Indiana, Arizona and now
Nevada to help improve ac-
cess to higher education.
The state of Nevada applied
for and received a $170,000
grant from the Lumina
Foundation to host College
Goal Sundays for the next
three years, always either
right before or after the Su-
per Bowl.

effort in Nevada. Mahlberg
said students should apply
for a personal identification
number to fill out the FAFSA
application online in advance
by visiting www.pin.ed.gov,
but students can also fill out
a paper application at the
sites.

College is
earning its
own 1D

While administrators

applauded the improve-
ments after the Pahrump
Valley Center shifted from
the Community College of
Southern Nevada system
to Great Basin College last
summer, the close proxi‘m-
ity of Pahrump Valley High
School doesn’t make it seem
like a real college campus.
The 30,000-square-foot
building was completed in
time for the fall 2001 school

semester. Advocates for a
new community college on
the southeast part of the val-
ley, east of Highway 160 near
Manse Road, made a pitch to
the state legistature last week.

School, just behind the cen-
ter, had 392 students enrolled
in the dual-credit courses at
the Pehrump Valley Center,
offering students the chance
earn college credits at the
same time as they take high
school classes. Sixty-six high
school students were taking
a full load of 12 college cred-
its under the program,

Last fall the count of high
school students in dual-cred-
it classes at the Pahrump
Valley Center was 418.

By comparison, the dupli-
cated head count for strictly
college students
from 731 to 521 from fall
2005 to spring 2006, then rose
sharply to 936 last fall and 974
this spring after the Great Ba-
sin College takeover.

The full-time equivalent
was 157 college students in
fall 2008, dropping to 112 last
spring, then increasing to 188
last fall and 190 this spring,

Al Daniels, who took over
as site administrator of the
Pahrump Valley Center fol-
lowing the death of Kelcy
Thompson in January 2006,
said there's been a number
of changes with the conver-
sion to the Great Basin Col-
lege system based in Elko.

“One of the biggest boosts
that hasn’t been accepted
with open arms by Pahrump
students is the interactive
video. We have five interac-
tive video stations and we're
going to add one more,” Dan-
iels said.

The interactive video
allows even just a few stu-
dents sitting in a classroom
in Pahrump to watch instruc-
tors beamed from Elko. The
only problem is a limit on the
bandwidth, Daniels said. The
interactive video allowed the
Pahrump Valley Center to
expand its offerings from 80
sections per semester to 140
sections, he said.

Eight months before

Thompson's death, CCSN had
frozen her account, taken
away her signature authority
and she wasn't able to market
the center, Daniels said.

“The biggest amount of our
enrollment, other than the dual
credit, is in the evening. Part
of that is people work. That's
just a customary part of a com-
munity college. Adults can’t
get off in the day if they're em-
ployed, and a lot of people who
take these classes are people
who work in Las Vegas and live
out here,” Daniels said,

A major bone of contention
with CCSN is the unfinished
biology lab, Daniels said,
That was needed for the
prerequisite classes for the
nursing programs to meet
the needs of the new Desert
View Regional Medical Cen-
ter, he said — one of the more
popular of five bachelor’s de-
gree programs now offered
at the Pahrump center,

When students enrolled in
the certified nursing assis-
tant program finish that pro-
gram, the college will start a
registered nurse program in
the fall, Daniels said. Nurs-
ing students complete their
clinical work in areas like
phlebotomy and radiology at
the hospital itself, he said.

“If you do your training in
the community, your chances
of keeping (students) in the
community increase tremen-
dously,” Daniels said. “That's
what my mission is: to make
that commitment we didn't
make five years ago, which [
always felt guilty about and
felt it was an .absolute crime
against Pahrump.”

Elementary education is
another popular fouryear
program, Daniels said. There’s
a plan to offer a four-year de-
gree in secondary education as
well. Students may also com-
plete their entire four-year
college career in Pahrump
for social work, or receive a
bachelor’s degree in applied
science or a degreein integra-
tive and professional studies.

The teacher situation
seems to be improving with
the influx of retired people
to Pahrump, Daniels said.
He said there are 35 adjunct
instructors and two full-time
instructors, one in English
and another in biology.

“This full-time biology
instructor is huge. I think

the next one they're going to
bring down is math and possi-
bly follow that with history,”
Daniels said.

The addition of modular
buildings at the high school
reduced the number of class-
rooms being used for dual
credit at the Pahrump Valley
Center, Daniels said. Five out
of the 16, instead of 10, are
used for high school classes.
High school students take up
three classrooms, a science
room and two computer labs.

While some college stu-
dents may not like to share
space with their high school
counterparts, Daniels said
he's proud of the fact the dual-
credit program at Pahrump
Valley High School has been
recogrized both by the chan-
cellor of higher education and
the state legislature as a mod-
el program between a school
district and a college,

Two high school seniors
will actuailly complete their
two-year college associate
degree programs at the same
time they receive their diplo-
mas this spring, he said.

But Daniels referred to the
rapidly rising 9.7 percent an-
nual enrollment increases at
Pahrump Valley High School
when he added, “To be hon-
est, the high school needs
this center. We need to give
them every room we got to
alleviate the overcrowding.”

Some college students at
the Pahrump Valley Center
were grateful to have a col-
lege campus in town, period.

“It's good for Pahrump,”
said Vanessa Mitchell, who's

- taking four courses includ-

ing English, math, sociology
and history. “It's nice to have
something here you don't
have to go to Vegas for.”

Cory Thomas, however,
said it's nothing like the
community college he at-
tended in Kansas. He will
have two and d half years
left to receive his degree in
broadcast journalism after
he transfers to the Univer-
sity of Nevada, Reno.

ELKO — Great Basin
College Director of
Nursing, Dr. Margaret
Puccinelli, recently
announced GBC's bac-
calaureate degree nursing
program was granted ini-
tial accreditation by the
Board of Commissioners
for the National League
for Nursing Accrediting
Commission, Inc.

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The ongoing genocide in
Sudan’s troubled Darfur
region was the world's
worst human rights abuse
last year, the United
States said today in a
global report that found
freedoms ereding in nu-
merous other nations,
including war-torn Af-
ghanistan and Iraq.

In its annual survey of

human rights practices,

the State Department
cited progress in some
countries but stressed a
series of “sobering reali-
ties” reflecting a signifi-
cant deterioration in con-
ditions in some of the
world’s most populous
states 'like China and
Russia. The U.B. has
joined both of those coun-
tries in diplomatic efforts
to resglve nuclear con-
frontations with Iran and
North Korea.

“Genocide was the most
sobering reality of all,” it
said in the 2006 “Country
Reports on Human Rights
Practices,” noting that
mass kﬂhngs continued to

“ravage” Darfur more than.

While
Dirty Martini members are influential
songwriters in their own rights, they
cited Kristin Hergh, Aimee Mann and
P.J. Harvey as influences on the album.
While the tracks on “Tea and Revenge”
certainly draw something from Hersh,
Mann and Harvey, the album has its
own energy drawn from the more per-
sonalized feeling one gets from a group
which has yet to really break out and
make it big. Take advantage of the
opportunity now, because who knows
how long this intimacy with these
artists will last beforg they actually do
