ELKO — With the potential of an addi-
tional 14.5 percent in state cuts looming,
Great Basin College is extending longtime

employees the opportu-
nity to take advantage of
voluntary buyouts as a
cost-saving measure that
may help avoid layoffs.
Under the terms of the
buyouts, employees
would receive payment
for no more than nine

months and health ingur-

ance benefits for nine
months depending on the
effective fate of the
buyout agreement,

The college is Nevada's
final higher education
institution to offer the
buyouts to meet the state
1 budget cuts. It could
potentially see savings if
longtime employees are
replaced with less experi-
enced — and lower paid

The unofficial head
count showed approxi-
mately 3,100 students at
the school compared to
2,909 in fall 2007 —a 7
percent increase.

The college conducts an
official enrollment count
Qct. 15, which is sub-
mitted to the Nevada
System of Higher
Education Board of
Regents. The college's
budget for this year was
set two years ago and then
reduced to meet required
cuts,

An increase in enroll-
ment typically means the
level of per-student
funding also increases for
the coming biennium, but
Diekhans said the college
is unsure what will happen
at this point.

The college was to
receive nearly $17 million
in state support this year
for an estimated 1,570
full-time students and cut
this funding by almost
eight percent — about
$1.25 million. With the
budget cuts, Diekhans said
classrooms at GBC will

likely be ln%ttﬁg year,
The college 160t
expanding progeams and
instituted a hiving freeze
on all but essential posi-
tions, Diekhans said.
Students will likely see
longer lines at school facili-
ties and face extended wait
times to see counselors and
get information from stu-
dent and financial services.
#Tt is just going to be
more difficalt for us to pro-
vide all those services that
gtudents would probably

. expect,” Diekhans said.

“We have some programs
we would have liked to
have started and are not

doing those.”

Internet course enroll-
ment i up nearly 30 per-
cent from last fall and the
school is seeing more tradi-
tional students, Diekhans
gaid. The school also has
seen increased enrollment
in student activities and
student housing.

Diekhans attributed the
increase in enrollment to
factors including the
economy — &8s more gtu-
dents are staying close to
home for school.

“We have more young
students here on campus,”
Diekhans said. ‘T think it
i8 just more expensive to
go out of town, They stay
here now.”

He aleo cited demand
from local industries for
more training, and the col-
leges interactive video
technology — which makes
more classes available to
facilities in the college’s
62,000 mile service area.
Moreover, the college
started many programs
geveral years ago that are
now becoming more devel-
oped and popular, he said.

The college opened a
new Electrical and
Industrial Technology
building this fall Which,
among other things,
improved the college's
offerings for local mining
and technology industries.

Diekhans said growth at
Elko's campus has been
strong and the colleges
campuses throughout the
state are also doing well.

Enrollment at GBC's
Pahrump campus is
expected to be at least as
good as last year or better,
Diekhans said. The col-
lege recently rented prap-
erty to add to facilities at
its Pahrump campus, he
said.

The college has a head
count of 3,500 students,
with roughly 1,800
enrolled as full-time
equivalent students.

Diekhans' return to the
job of interim president
Jast year cut short his
plan to return to teaching
mathematics at the college
after stepping down in
9007 as vice president of
administrative services
and then helping build up
the Pahrump program.

Diekhans, 64, came to \
GBC in 1980 when it was
known as Northern
Nevada Community
College and had two build-
ings.

The Nevada System of
Higher Education regents
worked from a general
fund total for all the insti-
tutions of a little less than

million in stimulus dollars
for each of the two years of
the biennium. .

Diekhans said colleges
may be in trouble in two
years if the economy does-
n't turn aroundand the
stimuus doltars have dried
up, but for now they
helped keep the overall
budget cuts to 12.5 per-
cent, or 13.1 percent using
Board of Regents figures.

“The bad news is that is
still the highest cuts of any
agency;” he said.

While GBC is facing a
2.7 percent general fund
cut from what it would
have received, Nevada
State College in Clark
County is seeing its budget
slashed the most, 24.1
percent, due to low enroll-
ment.

The University of
Nevada, Reno, and
University of Nevada, Las
Vegas, will see 15.35 per-
cent cuts, and the other
colleges will see varying
cuts. GBC's is the lowest of
all, according to the budg-
et worksheet Diekhans
presented.

with a straight 13.1 percent
budget cut across the
board, GBC would have
lost $2.5 million, which
uyould have been serious;’
Diekhans said.

“We need to say thank
you fo those who said we
needed to cover entoli-
ments” he said.

He emphasized that all
the budget figures are still
tentative.

CARSON CITY (AP) —
‘More than 41,000 government
workers and retirees covered'by
Nevada’s health insurance plan
'| face reduced benefits and higher
premiums starting in July 2009
as a result of nearly $58 million
in Public Employees Benefits
Program budget cuts,

Leslie Johnstone, the pro-
gram’s executive director, will
outline options at a September
meeting of the board oversceing
the program. She said Gov. Jim
Gibbons has made it clear the
program will get no more for,

refirees in the two-year budget
cycle that starts in July 2009
than it did in the current budget

period.

“There will be direct finan-
cial impacts on participants,”
Johnstone said, noting that med-
ical claims are expected to
increase about 9 percent each
year and inflation is expected to
raise costs 10 percent a year,

The budget cut would have
been higher but the board
deferred a plan to expand bene-
fits to cover domestic pariners,
including same-sex couples.

The move, which saves $8.6

million, was made after Gibbons
said he'd cut the funds from the
budget anyway because of the
stdte’s economic problems.
Gibbons has ordered all state

School hoping l

plan will help
avoid layoffs

EUKO (AP) — Great Basin
College is offering longtime
employees voluntary buyouts as a
cost-saving measure that may
elp avoid layoffs that are on the
table in the face of an additional
14.5 percent cut in state spending.

Under the terms of the buy-
outs, employees would: receive
payment for no more than nine
months and health insurance ben-
efits for nine months depending
on the effective date of the buyout
agreement.

The college is Nevada's final
higher education institution to
offer the buyouts to meet the state
budget outs. It could potentially
see savings if longtime employ-
ees are replaced with less experi:
enced, lower paid staff.

“We postponed  this action
hoping revenues would' improve
and the financial situation of the
state would recover suffictently to
avoid this drastic move,” said
interim GBC President Carl
Diekhans in a letter to employees.
“Unfortunately, state revenues
continue to decline.”

Diekhans told the Elko Daily
Free Press on Aug. 5 that it was
mot yet determined how many
buyouts will be offered, but they
will not be extended to individu-

percent cuts in their budgets for
the coming two years.

The health insurance pro-
gram provides benefits to state
employees, non-state workers
employed by local governments
and retirees. State support for
the coming biennium wall be
capped at $509.8 million under
the governor’s orders, i

When state worker, Tetiree
and non-state worker premiums
are added in, the program’s total
proposed budget will be just
under $1 billion for the bienni-
um.
The state currently con-
tributes $626 a month for each
state employee and $410 per
month for each retired state
employees. There also is a sub- |-
sidy to help cover part of the
cost of dependents.

Ifithe 14.5 percent cuts are put
in effect, the college would need
to cut:$2.4 miltion fromits budg-
et each year over the next two fis-
cal years. :

Diekhans said the college has
already planned to meet half of

that amount by continuing a hir-
ing freeze and making other oper-
ating cuts. Administrators hope
the buyouts will help mest the
other half.

“The only way we can antici-
pate this kind ofireduiction is if we
are able to buy some peaple out
of their contracts,” Diekhans
said. “If we don't! realize those
savings and it does come to pass
that we are going to be reduced,
there would have to be fnvolun-

tary layoffs”

Statewide enrollments had
increased 8 percent this year as
of last week.

Worst case scenarios for
budget cuts include the possi-

The doom-and gloom of the
most  dismal  possibilities
include a total of $4.6 million
in cuts from current budget
levels for the next. biennium,
which is fiscal years 2010 and
2011 (beginning July 1 of this
year), and & potential loss of
35 percent of staff employed

| statewide.

The following are three new
scenarios  GBC  presented
before the beginning of the
current legislative session.

» Elimination of the comput-

" er office and technology, edu-

cation, health (nursing) and

- human services programs. The

three are the most expensive of
GBC’s programs. These pro-
grams represent more than 20
percent of the college's enroll-
ments,

« Elimination of the entire
agriculture, business, comput-
er office and technology, crim-
inal justice, diesel, early child-
hood, electrical, industrial and
welding programs. This sce-
nario would focus on preserv-
ing university programs that
are offered by cutting more
expensive technical programs.

These programs represent
about 36 percent of GBC
enroliments.

» Blimination of all bachelor
degree programs which' are
applied science, education,
interactive studies, nursing and
social work. These programs
represent about 25 percent of
GBC enrollments.

All three scenarios includ-
ing cutting GBC departments
that. provide  services to stu-
dents in the reduced or elimi-
nated. programs by amounts
ranging:from 15.to 50 percent.

Rice emphasized that it is
important to continue (o offer
rural high school graduates
educational opportunities in
their  own.  communities.
“When they go away to col-
lege they stay away,” he said
of many college graduates who
went away to college and
never moved back to their
home towns.

SPRING CREEK — The German
countess sat pensively in her room as
the door creaked open and her care-
giver told two strangers of the majestic
lady’s traumatic ordeal, capped with a
glimmer of hope for her future.
The countess, of course, is Fraulein, a

her care. Indeed, she has entire
freezers dedicated to donated jackrab-
bits and pocket gophers from concerned
area residents. She also works with Joe
Doucette and Pete Bradley of the
Nevada Department of Wildlife.

“I’ve had a lot of support from the
public,” Dean said.

Dean said she got involved after
working with HawkWatch, a group ded-
icated to studying raptors on their
migratory routes with one locale in the
Goshute Mountains near Wendover.
Dean said she noticed a lack of rehab

facilities in this part of Nevada and
wanted to do something about that. She
has a medical background, cbtained all
the necessary licenses and everything
fell into place. Dean cares for about 45
raptors a year on average.

Currently she is caring for Fraulein
and another golden eagle. She also has
an immature bald eagle who will likely
never fly due to extensive wing
damage, as well as a prairie falcon and
three great horned owls.

Fraulein’s prognosis for release is
strong at this point, as is the other

golden eagle in the flight cage. Dean
said she had to hand feed that eagle
because it was so weak from having
West Nile virus. Not many raptors sur-
vive the disease, but this one did due in
no small part to Dean’s constant care.

Dean said raptors often get hit on
roadways®hen they’re on the site of
road kill. Sometimes the birds try to
face off the vehicle since they don’t
have many natural predators, and
sometimes they try to take off from a
site, but are laden down with meat, and
have a hard enough time as it is taking
off from a fixed spot.

Another major enemy for raptors is
exposed power lines. Dean said a new
or increased method of running power
lines by NVEnergy is leaving many
exposed areas, and an increasing
number of raptors dre being electro-
cuted. Recently, Dean was brought a
hawk which a line worker saw hiti the
line, burst into flames and shoot to the

ground. Once on the ground, the ha
started to run off through the sage-
brush. The hawk was broughbt to D«
but its feathers were completely bu
and its legs had been fried. It had t
euthanized.

Dean sometimes questions whett
the work she and others do has ger
value since the raptor’s fate is ofter
unknown after release. It’s also
unknown what the rate of successfi
breeding is after undergoing such ¢
traumatic ordeal.

If nothing else, the bird is given
second chance at life and those tha
no longer fly help educate the publ
about those of their species that ca

Many of these former employees
were surprised to find shortly be-
fore the fall semester that Yukon-
Nevada scholarships, both personal
and for their dependents, had also
disappeared. 5

The contribution from the mining'

companies and the college will cover

15 of the affected students attend-

ing GBC this semester.

The effort came about when GBC
officials contacted Barrick and New-

mont after they were notified the "
Barrick Gold of North America community representative Katie Neddenreip, -

scholarships had been lost. “With-
out blinking an eye,” the companies
agreed to step up for the effort, said
John Patrick Rice, GBC director of
Institutional Advancement.

“We had students stop in at 8:30
in the morning and by 4 in the
afternoon we had $16,000,” he said.

~ The scholarships will help full-
time students pay most of their col-
lege expenses. Students taking 12 to
15 credits at GBC pay roughly $750
to $1,000 a semester in tuition, plus
the coat of books, Rice gaid.

He said college officials provided
students at other schools who lost
Yukon-Nevada scholarships  with
information on foundations and
financial aid offices at other schools.

Moreover, many former Yukon-
Nevada employees who landed jobs
at Barrick may take advantage of
the scholarship opportunities it

extends to employees and their
dependents.

Barrick has hired approximately
180 former Yukon-Nevada em-
ployees as of last Wednesday, not
including those in the recruiting
process, while Newmont had filled:
roughly 50 vacencies with those
workers. Both companies, as well 28
mining operators throughout North
America, continue to be in des-
perate need for workers,

Four hundred Yukon-Nevada
employees were laid off from the
Jerritt Canyon Mine in August.

Jim Rogers, chancellor of
the Nevada Board of Regents

this past biennium.

A July 9 memo from Rog-

" ers to the board of regents

addresses the Great Basin
College system. It outlines
two scenarios if the propo‘sed

all branch and satellite cen-
ters and retains operation of
only the main Elko campus.
This would include shut-
ting the branch campuses
of Winnemucca, Ely and
Pahrump, closing facilities at
Battle Mountain and Wendo-
ver and closing the coordinat-
ed sites at 13 other locations,”
Rogers wrote.

The 13 coordinated sites
include towns from McDer-
mitt, Owyhee and Jackpot on
the Idaho border to Tonopah,
Gabbs, Beatty and Round
Mountain.

“The people living in many
of these small communities
would then be hours of travel
time from the nearest center
for higher education. Enroll-
ments from these areas would
plmnmet creatmg even more

would still not completely
cover a 14.5 percent cut and
further cuts would be neces-
sary,” Rogers wrote.

A second scenario would be
to cut entire programs, using
as an example the health sci-
ences program that suplies
nurses and health care spe-
oialists for 120,000 rural resi-
dents.

the Pahrump Great Basin
Campus was erected in front
of Pahrump Valley High
School in September 2001

“I'mean it wouldn't even be
a drop in the bucket what we
spend down there,” he said
from the college administra-
tion offices in Elko. “Plus
there would be a reduction
in our enroilments, which
gives you another hit when
you get your funding on your
enrollments. So it’s not a good
idea.”

“That would be the worst
case possible scenario that
could ever happen us”
Diekhans said “It's not in.our
plans here. It doesn't mean
somebody else won't try to
get us to do something not in
our college plans.”

Diekhans said the rumors
have been out there. Other
schools have closed some

small education centers, he
said.

“They could close part
of the college system, they
could close entire campuses.
T hope it doesn't get that bad,”
Diekhans said.

Great Basin College hasalot
of hopes for Pahrump being a
major enrdliment center, he
said. College officials recently
began leasing a shopping cen-
ter, on East Basin Avenue for
$10,000 per month to expand
class offerings, though that's
a three year lease renewable
annually.

Pahrump Great Basin Cam-
pus Director Bill Verbeck said
if state budget cuts exceed 14
percent “then that's really
cutting into the bone marrow
if you'will.”

Verbeck said he recently
proposed a few classes to
prepare applicants for the

proposed federal detention
center based on recommen-
dations by the Corrections
Corporation of America hu-
man resources director. Then
he mentioned the dual credit
program with Pahrump Val-
ley High School.

“We are definitely going to
feel it in this valley,” Verbeck
said of the budget cuts. “It
will have a ripple effect and
certainly it will come down to
this level.”

Verbeck said he was con-
cerned about morale prob-
lems and losing educators
looKing outside the state for
employment. The Pahrump
Great Basin college has three
full-time faculty and a num-
ber of adjunct professors.

“Are we going to be able
to continue with our 400-plus
students in the valley? Those
students are going to have to

go somewhere. If they can't
continue here I suppose it
will be over the hill,” Verbeck
said.

Gibbons, after a speech to
the Pahrump Valley Cham-
ber of Commerce Monday,
said he doesn't control higher
education, that's controlled
by the board of regents and
the chancellor. Gibbons said
he only tells them the amount
of doflars they will have to
spend.

“I can make recommenda-
tions to them which did notin-
clude closing any community
college. They have the choice
to accept my recommenda-
tion or not. They have every
choice as to how their budget
is constructed,” the governor
said.

Budget reductions imposed
on Nevada state higher educa-
tion would be focused on the

two universities and the Col-
lege of Southern Nevada, but
Rogers said the impacts can't
be limited just to schools suf-
fering the largest dollar cuts.
Great Basin College hés
3,200 students, or the equivé-
lent of 1,650 full-time stu-
dents, in a 62,000-square-mile
service ared, Rogers said. The
Great Basin College system
adapted to the 4.5 percent
budget cuts by cutting oper-
ating budgets, hiring freezes,
deferring maintenancb
deferring merit raises fOr
employees and increasing
student fees, he wrote.
“Great Basin  College
serves a vast area of the state
but a relatively small populs-
tion. It serves that most rural
part of the state where most
communities struggle with a
challenging economy even in
good times,” Rogers wrote,
