Regents Cut Community
College President Position

LAS VEGAS (AP} — In a
surprise move, the University
of Nevada Board of Regents
has announced it has abolished
the presidency of the commu-
nity college division, leaving
Dr. Charles Donnelly without a

job.

Donneily, who built the job
virtually from scratch, received
the unexpected news Saturday
from university chancellor Neil
Humphrey. Donnelly has been
president of Nevada's commu-
nity colleges since 1970.

The abolishment of Donnel-
ly’s $38,000-a-year position will
be effective July 1. He has been
offered a teaching job with the
community college, but the
stunned president said he plans
to look eisewhere foy employ-
ment first. -

The regents' action came
during a closed personnel ses-
sion Friday afternoon in Las
Vegas. The vote was unani-

mous, .

Board vice-chairman Molly
Knudtsen of Austin said the de-
cision was purely a financial
one, made in the wake of the
Nevada Legislature's elimina-
tion of nearly all Donnelly's
central office staff members.
She said the legisiature’s action
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emasculated’” Donnelly's of-
fice, leaving him to funetion
merely as a figurehead. Be-
cause of that, she added. the
regents decided it wasn't eco-
nomital to keep the presidency.

But Donneily’'s resistance to
establishment of a community
college campus in Fallon ap-
parently affected the board's
decision. Donnelly had said
such a move was too expensive
for the small number of stu-
dents it would serve.

Regent John Tom' Ross, who
represents the Fallon area. re-

-peatedly disagreed with Don-

nelly and claimed the 55-year-
old president was too busy with
urban community colleges to
worry about the rural areas,

Asked what the regenis’ mo-
tive was for abolishing his job,
Donnelly said he didn’t know.

“The only thing that came up
in the meeting yesterday (Fri-
day) was that I hadn't really
supported community college
efforts in the rural area,” Don-
nelly said. '‘But I think they'd
have a tough time proving that,
especially if they went over and
tatked to some of the people in
Elko and Ely."

Donnelly said chancellor
Humphrey told him Saturday
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that the regents’ action “‘wasn't

‘anything against me. but just

that it was the elimination of a
position.*’

1 think I've done a good job
and always said what I felt was .
right,.. maybe that was the
problem.”

Regent Ross, a Carson City
lawyer. acknowledged that his
vote to abolish Donnelly's job
was influenced by his dis-
agreement with the precident
on the rural-vs.-urban question.

“I think that he (Donnelly
was trying to change the whole
thrust of our community col-
lege system,”' Ross said. *'His
thrust was for duplicate facil-
ities in Reno and Las Vegas
and to hell with the rural, The
legislators didn't like that and [
didn't like it, either.”

But not everyone agrees with
that. Dr. Hugh Collet, chairman
of the Elko campus' advisory
panel, said, "I think the bal-
ance has been proper. 1 think
Dr. Donnelly has stood up for
the rural community colleges.

“I think in many respects
he's just a genius. He came
here with no students, no pro-
grams and in just a few years
developed a system which now
serves thousands of people.”

“The key to making sure the
studelm mives ish:;e loan
promptly, ever, is the vele-
ran himself,”” Dick Myers said.

VA will make loans of up lo
$1,500 each academic year to
qualified students.

In the past. loan applications
were not processed until after
the student started school. Now,
Dick Myers said.. the agency
hopes to reduce the 30-day wait-
ing period by accepling applica-
tions and determining loan
eligibility before school starts.

**Under the new procedure,”
Dick Myers explained, *'VA will
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be ready to issue the loan soon
after the school confirms the
student is in class."

y:

The veteran must de-
monstrate that his essential ex-
penses during the school year
will be greater than his income;
he must have been turned down
by two banks in the area, or the
school must certify that area
banks are not making guaran-
teed student loans.

Myers urges veterans who
plan to apply for a loan to con-
tact him or the campus financial
aid officer at Northern Nevada

‘Star Parties’ to
Be Shown at NNCC

Last year Tom Ross, who has
been an astronomer since he
was a child, brought *'star par-
ties to NNCC. *Star parties.”
he said have little relation to the
current movie rage, “‘Star
Wars.” * Star parties” are re-
ally just as entertaining and far
more educational, he explained.

*Star parties” represent a
sidelight of Ross® course,
Physics 109, “*Observational As-

tronomy."" which will be re-
peated this fall at NNCC. In the
ciass and the observational par-
ties. students learn the ar-
rangement of stars in the night
sky and their movements with
the seasons,

The classroom segment of the
class is used to learn about what
is observed with the unaided eye
and with telescopes. A newly
purchased Celestron 8 telescope
dnd a recently published and
up-to-date text support students’
efforts.

Ross points out thal when
weather and moon phases per-
mit, half the class periods will be
spend outdours in observation.
Students will progress from con-
stellation finding to projects of

their own design, such as watch-
ing light changes of a variable
star, tracking a planet against
background stars, and photo-
graphing the moon's phases.

Classroom work, aided by
NASA films. considers the ad-
vance in knowledge during the,
2-year-old space age. The as-
tronomy class will hegin with a
study of the solar system and
then move to much more exotic:
objects. black holes. neutron
stars. white dwarfs, novae and
supernovae, the birthplaces and
wgﬁm stﬁss in galaxies,
and t e and experiments
exploring them.

Russ concludes: “We learn to
appreciate the extent and gran-
deur of the universe as well as
the delicate. finely tuned ba-
lance which permits life to exist
on at least one planet. our be-
loved Earth.* .

Challenging Job Market .
Requires Business Math

Math is back.

The stuffy old subject that
seemed to be “out” just a few
years ago on college campuses
is back “in.” iThe reason can

. probably be traced to the chal-
Eznging job market.

Whether students like math or
not is now out of the question.
Practically every occupational
program now requires some
math, and, without it, the indi-
vidual may find himself in trou-
ble when he competes for a job.

Take business, for example.
That is where most job oppor-
tunities are today. Probably this
will continue to be the case over
the next several years. Business
includes sales, accounting,
management, data :
and more. All of these require at

like statistics, computer math
and business calculus will prob-
ably be necessary.

Today, according to an NNCC
math instructor, a knowledge of
statistics is so important in
evaluating information that you
can’t really expect to communi-
cate intelligently in the business
world without it.

Many college students who
had not planned to take
mathematies after high school
are facing courses without
sound foundations. The com-
plaint from instructors is univ-
ersal. NNCC instructors in ac-
counting and bookkeeping have
noted that many students simply

drop out because they have no
preparation in math. The same
complaint is echoed at Win-
nemucca from instructors in
aeronautics and secretarial ac-
counting. One  NNCC-
Winnemucca instructor put it
this way: *‘Plénty of women can
make excellent salaries in office
administration — in some places
up to $20,000 a year. But office
administration has become an
increasingly complex matter,
and math is there, along with
statistics, every day.”

Persons taking fire science
courses such as fire hydraulics,
electronics classes, and automo-
tive technology need a solid
foundation in math — preferably
technical math.

*This year, we plan a full-
range of math classes,” said Dr.
William Berg, NNCC Executive
Vice-President. Dr. Mark Mel-

rose, o mathematician, will be
joining the NNCC staff this fall
and will be conducting classes in
technical math, business math,
as well as college algebra and
other community college level
math classes.”

Berg points out that the de-

velopmental math program, |

conducted in the Aduit Learning
Center, is a good place to start
for persons who feel weak in
math. In the developmental
math program, a student can
start at his level — regardless of
where he is — and prepare him-
self for college level classes. In
this program, a student always
receives individual tutorial help
and he receives different kinds
of aid — ranging from audio-
visual to self-paced program-
med instruation. The develop-
mental math Instructor is Amy
Emerson.

Self-paced instruction. which
has been gaining poputarity on
college campuses. has made
steady inroads at ‘Northern
Nevada Community College in
recent years. Its gains have
been made at the expense of the
time-honored lecture system.

Self-paced instructipn has
many important advantages.
Often called “‘Mastery Learn-
ing", self-paced instruction is
individually tailored to.a per-
son’s own time schedule In

self-paced instructivn. vourses

are divided into units. The units
may be adaptled to several
media forms — audio-visual or
cassette-workbook. for exam-
ple. The student completes to
mastery each unil — regardless
of how long it takes — before
proceeding to the next.

The advantage over the lec-
ture system is obvious. The Jec-
ture system. being leacher-
centered rather than student-
centered, is really aimed at
minimum opportunities. In the
lecture system, if a student mis-
ses a section. or sections, he
could be lost for the course. In
mastery learning. with its use of
scif-paced. use-anytime mate-
riats. the student simply does
not proceed until he is tested for
mastery of a unit.

Moreover. self-paced mastery
learning increases student ac-
cess to courses. Self-paced
courses are offered at anytime
the college doors are open.
Employed adults. for example,
can for the first time have op-
tions in scheduling and can
compicte required courses
heretofore unavailable to them
because of scheduling problems.

Several seli-paced courses are
on the NNCC Fall semester
schedule: all levels of typing.
secretarial carcer classes such
as business machines and office
administration, United States
history. and general psychol-
ogy. For the first time,
freshman composition and
rhetoric is offered as a self-
paced course, but permission to
enroll in the class must be ob-
tained from the instructor, Fred
Fogo.

One word of warning: secif-

paced classes are meant for
self-starters. and they should
not be confused with correspon-
dence courses. Persuns enrol-
ling in them must set up a

fe through contract with

*'Persons who are accustomed
to traditional lecture classes
may miss the soctalizing of trad-
itional classes.”” said Dr.
Charles Greenhaw. “Further-
more, these classes are
fequently more demanding of
students than traditional clas-

ses. Students — particularly
those who through long years of
getting accustomed to having
the teacher do everything but
pass the test for them — will find
their depth and breadth chal-
lenging. On the other hand. for
serjous students who are in-
terested in achievement and
mas and who are disciptined
enough to let the time vary.
these self. courses are real
opportunities. Certainly. they
upsel conventional ways of
thinking about education.””

Regents Vote To Abolish
Community College Post

RENO (AP) — By the narro-
west of margins, the University
of Nevada Board of Regents
has voted to abolish the central
presidency of Nevada's three
diverse community colleges.

The regents voted 6-3 — ex-
actly the two-thirds majority
required — to dissolve the posi-
tion that was vacated three
months ago when Community
College Division President

Charies Donnelly was, in effect,
fired by the board.

Regents voted to replace the
central presidency with individ-
uval and independent presiden-
cies for Western Nevada Com-
munity College in Reno Sparks
and in Carson City; Northern

Nevada Community College in

Elko; and, Clark County Com-
munity College in Las Vegas.
The vote officially ended the

Community College

controversial issue that has fes-

‘tered ever since the Nevada

Legislature last spring severl
cut back Donnelly’s central of-
fice staff to the point that the
regents felt he wouid be noth-
ing more than a figurehead.
Donnelly’s departure last
June was criticized by Gov.
Mike O'Callaghan and state
lawmakers. Donneily has since

Regent Dr. Louis Lombardi
of Reno made a last-ditch stand
to keep the central presidency
intact during debate on the is-

sue.

“Since this pattern has
worked so well, why are we
trying to change it?” he asked.

Regent Dr. Fred Anderson,
also of Reno, joined in the de-

fense and warned that the 1979
legislature might take action to
create a separate community
college system, complete with
its own board of regents.

Regents Chairman James
“Bucky” Buchanan responded
by saying that the colleges.are
beyond the developmental stage
and are now large enough to
stand on their own, individ-
ually, without central control.

‘When the vote came, Regent
Lilly Fong of Las Vegas voted
“no”’ with Anderson and Lom-
bardi. Voting for the ehange
were chairman Buchanan,
Brenda Mason of North Las
Vegas, John Tom Ross of Car-
son City, John Buchanan of Las
Vegas, and Chris Karamanos,
also of Las Vegas.

Following the vote, Regent
Mason asked the board to con-

‘'sider at its next meeting the

question of splitting WNCC's
Reno-Sparks and Carson City
campuses into two separate col-
leges.

Chairman Buchanan said he
won’t vote for any more sepa-
rate colleges, even though there
is strong support for such a
measure from Reno

campus facuity.

Reno-Sparks faculty senate
chairwoman Jo Anne Dain ad-
vocated such a change at the
meeting. She said the campuses
are separate geographically
and cally, with sepa-
rate facuity senates, student

Hunters, don’t forget the
*'tanning hides'’ workshop to be
held Nov. 19, which is the first
Saturday after deer season, at
NNCC.

Persons planning to attend
should follow these procedures
{o keep the **green’’ deerskin or
any other animal hide. Remove
all flekh, fat, dried blood, and
dirt, tail bone and dew claws,

Spread skin out flat, flesh.side
up and pour a generous amount
of salt (not lodized) in the center
of the skin. At least one pound
of salt per one pound of hide
should be used. Rub, work salt
well to the edges, covering
every part.

Fold skin‘ flesh side to flesh

side, roll up and place on a-

slanting serface to drain. In one
to two days, unroil the hide,
shake out the oid salt and repeat
the procedure, resalting well.
Spread fiat and let it dry in a
cool, airy place.

An historical note, and early
recipe recorded by Arabians
calls for the skins to be put into
flour and sakt for three days and
cleaned ofiall fats and impurities’
on the inside. The stalks of the
Chuiga plant were pounded with'
large stones, then placed in
water before applying to the
inner skin for a day. The hair
fell off, the skin was left for a
couple of days and the process
was complete.

The agenda for the meeting includes a
request from Bill Berg, president of the col-
lege campus in Elko, for an allocation of
$42,696 in financial assistance for the local
college. Chancellor Don Baepler has re-
commended approval of the request.

During the 1:30 p.m. discussion, topics
will include a report on the community col-
lege division by Tadlock Associates, Inc.
That report. which has been the subject of
some controversy between the regents and
members of the state legislature l'inck
State Senator Norman Glaser of ck)
makes a number of recommendatiihs, in-
cluding a suggestion that Nevada's h
education governing structure be pat:.
terned after Montana’s. A

An earlier draff of the ““Tadlock Report"
specifically recommended the creation of a
separate state-level board for administer-
ing community colleges apart from the
university system; but a revised report
which accompanies the agenda for tomor-
row's meeting does not contain that re-
commendation.

According to the revised report, the Mon-
tana system — which Tadlock recommends

— is based on what is described as ‘'local
governance and control, within state
guidelines,” )

Other agenda items include a proposal by
Regent Chris Karamanos of Las Vegas,
that the bylaws of the board be amended to
render Buchanan eligibie for a third term
as chairman of the board. The present
bylaws impose a limit of twe consecutive
two-year terms.

Action also is anticipated on the recom-
mendations for salary increases for two
University of Nevada Reno faculty mem-

— Robert Gorrell and Harry Giannes-

— in an agenda item deferred from the

board’s April meeting. Regents postponed

action on the salary requests for the two

men after complaining that both had pub-

licly criticized actions of the board of re-
gents.
