ELKO — Take a trip on a stagecoach,
or mudwagon, or just “The Stage” as it
was called in the 1870s. The journey will
leave the old Depot Hotel in Elko, wind
through Tuscarora, Jack Creek, Colum-
bia Basin, over Maggie Creek Summit
and end up in Mountain City.

ELKO — A new literature class at
Great Basin College is getting stu-
dents to re-assess the environment
they live in. y

The class, English 223 Themes of
Literature, is covering environ-
mental literature this semester. The
course instructor, Susanne Bentley,
uses environmental writings and
lots of classroom discussion to get
her students to better understand
the natural environment around
them. °
“The idea of teaching literature
about the environment is a really
new concept,” Bentley said. “This is
on the cutting edge. These writers
are helping us look at it in a per-
sonal way.”

For GBC students like Sydna
Hammond, who is studying to
become a nurse, the class already
has given her a new perspective on
the f .oficonservation. She
shid she has lately been doing little
things around her house to save
energy, like turning lights off behind
her and making sure that faucets
aren't running.

At GBC, the Themes of Literature

. WITH THE ENVIRONMENT

course switches topics from semester
to semester. Bentley brought this
semester’s environmental literature
concept to GBC from a course she
studied at the University of Nevada-
Reno. The influence of that UNR
class is evident from Bentley’s text-
book, which was co-written by her
literature professor from UNR.

About 18 students are currently
enrolled in the class — including
students at satelite campuses in
Battle Mountain and Ely that par-
ticipate via video conferencing.
Authors in the main textbook for the
class include Aldo Leopold, Barbara
Kingsolver and John Muir. Students
also select novels to read through
the semester and keep journals
where they write their thoughts
about the literature and topics in
the class.

One of the recent assignments for
the class asked students to come up
with ideas that they could apply in
Biko to help improve the environ-
ment-in ourvarea.-Some of the ideas
included encouraging recycling pro-
grams in Elko, carpooling and
making young people more environ-
mentally conscious.

While the course addresses envi-
ronmental problems, students said

it i not done in a “preachy” way.

“When we walked in, some of us
were thinking, ‘Ugh! Environment!
Radicals! ... but that is not what it
was,” said Debbie Boundy, a student
in the clags who is studying to be an
elementary teacher.

Others agreed. h

“Tt is not condemning anybody, it
is just saying, ‘pay attention,” said
Tiffany Williams, a student in the
class who is studying to be a sec-
ondary teacher.

Most of the students in the envi-
ronment class are studying to
become elementary or secondary
teachers. Several students said they
hope to integrate what they learned
into their future classrooms.

“We can teach them how thiey can
become aware of the environment
and have respect for the land,”
Boundy said.

The Themes of Literature will
have a new topic next semester, but
some students in Bentley’s class

_said they hope it.is offered for other

students. Bentley agreed that it .
would be nice if GBC continues the
class.

“That is what my students would
like to see, is it offered as a-regular
selection,” Bentley said.

ELKO — Nearly every single
one of the graduates of the Great
Basin College Bachelor Degree
in Elementary Education Pro-
gram, class of 2005, has been
hired to teach in local school dis-
tricts or school districts around
the state.

Bonnie Hofland, the lead fac-
ulty for the Elementary Educa-
tion Program said, “I'm like a
proud parent. ] watched our grad-
uates as they participated in the
orientation program for new
teachers in the Blko County
School District.
