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WINNEMUCCA — The Ele-
mentary Education program
started six years ago at Great
Basin College is proving to be a
pipeline of talent for the Hum-
boldt County School District.

The Board of School Trustees
got an update on the four-year
degrea program from GBC
Director Heather Estes and Field
Experience Coordinator Carole
Doughty during Tuesday’s meet-
ing in the district office board
room.

Since the program started, a
total of 11 graduates have been
placed in county schools, includ-
ing five at Grass Valley Elemen-
tary, two each at Winnemucca
Junior High and French Ford
Middle School and one each at
McDermitt Combined and Win-
nemucca Grammar. Doughty
said Sonoma Heights Elementary
has not hired any GBC grads
because there weren’t openings

Petersen was
before Jawmakers last week as
president of the Nevada Associ-
ation of Schoo!l Superintendents
to discuss iNVest 05, state
superintendents’ No. 1 priority
of all-day kindergarten and
other budget issues.

She also plans to meet with
the Rural Caucus next week. to
defend the two year hold-harm-
less plan that allows districts
with declining enrollments to
base their financial numbers on
previously  higher figures.
Petersen said there has been
some rumblings about dropping
that to a one year hold-harmiess,
which would negatively impact
the amount of money many
rural districts like Humboldt
County receive.

The district’s tentative budg-
et is built on the assumption it
will be two years hold-liarmless
and that the district will receive
$5,515 per weighted student. In
this. formula, first through 12th
graders are counted as one stu-
dent while each early childhood
and kindergartner is counted as
.6 of a student.

“It's always hard to do a
budget when we're in a legisla-
tive year,” Petersen said.

She told trustees that in addi-
tion to all-day kindergarten,
state superintendents’ other pri-
orities included English as a

Second Language and Adequate
Yearly Progress and salary and
benefits for employees.

In response to questions
from Trustee Andrew Hillyer,
Petersen said research shows
most children are ready for a
full day of instruction and that
rural districts like Humboldt
County would use portabies to
handle the additional bodies.
All-day kindergarten itself
would not actually be imple-
mented until the second year of
the biennium as the first year
would be used to ramp up by
purchasing materials and plan-
ning. Changes to curriculum
would also be needed not only
in kindergarten, but in subse-
quent grades as well. Legisia-
tive reports have placed the
cost of about $70 million
statewide to implement the

.idea.

In a later interview, Petersen
said she had seen the benefits of
all-day kindergarten first-hand
when she was a principal of an
at-risk school in Arizona.
